Supplied Hardware: 

• Cable to loop around structure 

• Gripper Assembly, pre-assembled to

Slide the Cable through the top of the 

Gripper Assembly. Gripper allows cable to 

move in one direction only. 

To slide cable in opposite direction, hold 

down  the top of Gripper (see point A). 

Once adjustment is complete, release the 

top of the Gripper. The Gripper will secure  

then secure the Cable from slipping out.

NEAR STRUCTURAL ELEMENT 

Part of the suspension kit is assembled into the luminaire. However, if for some reason the suspension kit 

not completely assembled into the fixture. Follow the following procedure to reattach the cable into the 

luminaire.  

Please, do not disassemble the cable gripper assembly. Critical components may dislodge from their normal position and 

may cause the gripper assembly to be faulty.

Supplied Hardware: 
• Bracket with eyebolt 
• (Optional) Galvanized aircraft cable with gripper* 
 
It is recommended that the eyebolt be affixed to a hook or link with a locking function. (See point B). 

*optional accessory: an additional set of galvanized cable with gripper to help orient luminaire (see below 

for more information). The direction the fixture is facing can be fixed by using an additional set of cabling. 

The cabling can be fixed to an appropriate structural element. The gripper (see point A of Suspension Kit 

Installation) has its designated feed direction. 

Please, do not disassemble the cable gripper assembly. Critical components may dislodge from their normal position and 

may cause the gripper assembly to be faulty.

2  Step 1. Hex Bolt and Jam Nuts depicted in this step are 

provided. Fit the slip fitter over the pole as far as it can 

go. Both bolts in the slip fitter must be able to secure 

against the pole body. Tighten the bolts (see point B).  

Check that the slip fitter will not come off the pole. Next 

tighten the jam nuts threaded over the bolt (see point A) 

against the slip fitter body. This is to mitigate loosening 

from vibrations in the environment. 

Step 2. If the fixture is not already attached to the slip 

fitter, fit the bracket on the fixture over the slip fitter. A 

single set of M16 socket head bolt and M6 socket head 

cap screw with their respective washers and nuts are 

used to assemble the fixture/bracket to the slip fitter. 

Step 3. The fixture may also be tilted at this point. Each 

hole position in the pattern tilts the fixture by 10°. Maxi-

mum upward tilt is 90°. Maximum downward tilt is 30°. 

Replace M6 socket head cap screw to secure the tilt 

angle of the fixture. 

Use the appropriate tools  and caution to tilt, aim, and 

secure the fixture.

4 Finished Assembly Step 1. Locate the areas where the cut-off 

visor will be attached. 

Step 1a. Loosen screws (2x screws) at the top. 

Removal of screws are not necessary.  

Step 1b. Detach screw and nut ( 2x screw/nut 

sets) from L-bracket at the bottom. 

Step 2/2a.  Position cutoff visor with the L-

bracket. Slot patterns on parts should overlap 

but it is not necessary to align the slots. L-

brackets will be positioned on the inside of 

the cut-off visor. Assemble the screw/washer/

nut sets as shown (on both sides). 

Step 3/3a. Align top of visor so that the top of 

the visor fit over their respective screws. 

Tighten screws on both sides 

Step 4. Re-attach/Tighten/Re-tighten all 

screws handled in the cut-off visor assembly 

phase. Verify visor is properly secure.

 Depending on the application, the 

shoebox bracket can be separated 

to ease final installation. To do so, 

Detach the following nut-bolt sets: 

2x 3/8in-16 nut-bolt sets (see point 

B) and 4x 1/4in-20 nut-bolt sets 

(see point A).  

Attach the bracket to the square 

post using the bolt pattern shown 

by point C. To complete installa-

tion., tighten all bolts and screws 

used to install the fixture to the 

post. 

The bolt pattern shown by point C 

shall be used to attach the fixture 

to the square post. 

The center hole shown by point D 

shall be used in conjunction with a 

strain reliever (not provided). 

Any hardware used to attach the 

fixture to the square post or surface 

is not provided. 

Any sealing of the bracket to any 

post or surface is not provided with 

the fixture. 
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
